At the September meeting, Stephen Ernst and Chase Hanna with
EnCana Oil & Gas (USA) Inc. presented a discussion on enhanced
drilling efficiency in directional and horizontal applications in the
Barnett Shale. Drilling the curve at a higher build rate (less curve
interval), and optimizing PDC bit and motor selections, has resulted
in drilling 10800” wells between 8 — 11 days (spud to rig release),
including a record bit run in a lateral section. Results are a cost
savings of $100K per well.

Our next meeting is November 19 at the Fort Worth Petroleum
Club. The program speaker will be Louis Romo with New Tech
Engineering. He will discuss improved drilling practices in a
development program in the Red Oak Field in the Arkoma Basin in
southeastern Oklahoma.
