SCHOLARSHIP PROCEDURES AND GUIDELINES

Application Deadline – September 15, 2009
1. Eligibility:  

· Any full time student enrolled in a technical or HSE (Health Safety & Environment) academic discipline at a 4 year or 2 year accredited Louisiana University or College.

· GPA or GPR must be 2.5/4.0 or above

· At the conclusion of the current academic year be ranked as a sophomore or above. 

· Return a completed AADE-New Orleans Scholarship Application with original signature.

2. The Scholarship Application from the candidate shall be completed in full with particular attention given to the following information:

· List his / her role in AADE, Student Sections, or local Chapters.

· State his/ her interest in the petroleum industry.  Include any courses that show their interest in drilling engineering or well operations.

· State his/ her prior work history in resume form or in the form of a list with a description of duties and responsibilities.  This may include research projects and summer work.

· State his/ her financial need (optional).

· State his/her relationship with any AADE member.  Note – Info is for disclosure purposes only, AADE member dependents will not be given preference over applicants with no family contact 

Once completed the Scholarship Application, accompanied by verification of enrolment and an unofficial transcript will be submitted as noted at the bottom of the Application.  Applicants are encouraged to also submit recommendations from faculty or prior supervisors.
3. Notification of Awards will be made by October 15th 2009, preferably at an AADE sponsored event (Chapter or Student Section event).

4. Disbursement of Funds:

· The funds shall be awarded directly to the individual by AADE-New Orleans along with the appropriate IRS reporting requirements.  Funds will not be given to projects or grants. Once successful applicants provide proof of Fall Semester 2009 registration, AADE will mail funds to applicant’s address.
5. Frequency:  It is the intent of the AADE-New Orleans to award scholarships as an ongoing program, however, all scholarships are made on a one-time basis.  Students wishing for continued support from AADE via the scholarship program need to apply each year.

6. Approval Process: The Scholarship Committee shall recommend scholarship awards to the AADE-New Orleans Board of Directors for approval.
